Question #6: What are you interested in? (Check all that apply)
Results:
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My students have a variety of interests.  It is a very diverse group.  
Out of 28 students, they are most interest in:

1. Visiting with a friend (20 students)

2. Texting (18 students)

3. Video games (15 students)

4. Hockey (14 students)

They are least interested in:

1. Karate (1 student)

2. Gymnastics (3 students)

3. Writing (4 students)

Implications:

· They seem most interested in social activity such as visiting with a friend or texting.  I’ll need to consider this when we are set up to work in the computer lab which can be quite isolating.  I think I will do a few lessons in the classroom where they get to work in groups.  
· They are interested in a variety of sports.  I’ll have to use lots of sports examples.  
· Seeing that video games was chosen quite often, I will have to watch to make sure that they are not playing non-relevant video games instead of engaging in learning tasks. 
· They like movies so maybe I can motivate them by finding some videos that involve probability as a theme.  It might give a real life context.
