b. Click on “Student Login” (Blue button)

c. Browse around the site for a while if you want

3. Look at the moon and request pictures:

a. Click on SMOC

b. Click on “Status” on the left hand side and find out which orbits are coming up. (Look for the green highlights or below them.)  Keep note of the orbit number.

c. Click on “Map” on the left hand side

d. Click the blue “Advanced Mode” Tab near the top.

e. Find the orbit number you remembered.

f. Scroll around the map, which should now show blue and red orbit paths.
g. You can use the map like you would Google Earth.

h. Find a spot near a red orbit line (Day time orbit) and you can click on a spot that interests you.  Don’t be afraid to zoom in to get more detail.

i. If you would like to request a more detailed photo of that aspect of the Moon, click “Request a photo” near the bottom of the page.

j. You should get a pop-up where you will need to input a passcode.  You will need to get a passcode from Mlle. Jorgensen.

k. You will then need to input the photo request info.  

l. Submit your request and if all goes well it should give you a confirmation message.  Within a week we should get your picture sent directly from the satellite!
